Peter Pan Bonanza Bus (http://www.peterpanbus.com/tickets/schedules-and-fares.php)
The bus from Boston Logan Airport to Falmouth takes ~2 hrs.
You can catch the bus outside the baggage claim at all 5 terminals at Logan Airport.  Wait under the “Scheduled buses” sign.
